The lllegal Immigration Reform @hlmmigration Responsibility Aatf September 30,
19%, amended the Immigration an@tnality Act byadding Sectbn 287(g), a program
that authorized the Secretary of the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) to enter
into a writtenMemorandum of Agreement (MQAwith state and local law enforcement
to authorize qualified personnel to perform certain acts of an imatrogrofficer.

The 287(9g) initiative is designed to multiply the forces of U.S. Immigration and Customs
Enforcement (ICE) through enhanced cooperation and communication with state and
local law enforcement. Under the agreement, once approved, ICE prtnaohéng to
deputies followed by authorization to identify, process, and when appropriate, detain
criminalimmigrantsencouttered in the booking process.
